New Ralph Lauren Prints

This spring Ralph Lauren is introducing three new prints that are all created in entirely
different and interesting ways. From printing by hand to printing by computer each one is unique
in form. Please ask to see these works of art now available at Designers Only.

Ladies Day Floral Print is printed using the ancient technique of wood block
printing. Sixty year old sycamore wood blocks were used to create this pattern. A
total of 13 blocks are used to apply the pattern to the ground by hand. Due to this
special technique there may be small variations throughout the fabric. This is a
labor intensive work of art keeping alive the oldest of printing techniques.

Abbey House Floral Print is a re-creation of an antique paper document.

Special emphasis was placed on retaining all the documentary details and nuances.
The onyx color way is the original document color. This pattern is made using 16 flat bed
screens to capture the documentary details. The fabric is printed at a fifth generation

& | family run mill in Laval, France which is operated completely by female workers.

Regent Park Floral Print is transformed from a Ralph Lauren spring 2008 runway
show. Originally a silk chiffon ruffled dress, Ralph Lauren wanted to add the pattern to
the home line as a linen print available in three colors. The glamour remains in the origi-
nal design details of the placement of the flowers, flowing in all directions. The fabric is
printed using a new age jet printing technique that is produced by computer.
