Interior Lighting Tips

The dark days of winter are the ideal time to evaluate the illumination of interior spaces.
After spending hours finding that fabulous sofa in the perfect fabric,
sometimes the lighting of the room is neglected. Excellent lighting is everything.

It adds atmosphere, shows style and sets the mood of the room. Accent lighting
adds dramato aroom by creating visual interest with pools of light. Here are
afew helpful tips to follow when choosing the lighting features for a room.

[ Chandelier

Size: Determining the proper size of chandelier to useisaroom is quite easy.

Add the room dimensions together and substitute inches for feet. For example, in a
12'x16’ room, add 12 + 16 which equals 28, change feet to inches determining that
. a 28" chandelier would be best for the room. For a chandelier hung over atable,
AT | the diameter should be half the width of the table, and should hang at least 30
above the table.

W [llumination: To figure proper illumination of a chandelier, multiply the square

Visual Comfort footage of the room by 1.5. For example, in the 12'x16’ room, is 192 square feet.
CHC1169AB Multiply 192 by 1.5 to determine that the room needs 288 watts of lighting.

Sconce
Placement: Wall sconces should be installed 5'-6" above the floor.
However, the height may need to be adjusted in aroom with a high or vaulted ceiling.
When hanging more than one sconce they should be 8-10 feet apart.
Wall sconces can be used to illuminate the walking areain a hal or stairwell
with no overhead lighting.

Directional: Sconces can be aimed up to add height or space to aroom, and
down to create a cozy atmosphere. Amber colored bulbs will also warm aroom.

Placement: Table lamps can be placed anywhere, but keep in mind their purpose.
Whether being used for ambient or task lighting, placement will make a difference.

Size: Shade height and width should be the same as height and width of lamp body.

Style: While style is reflected in all lighting selections, table lamps are easily
changeable
